Defense Economic Adjustment Assistance Grant Program (DEAAG)
This fund was created to assist adversely impacted defense-impacted communities recovering from base closures or realignments.

Grant may range from $50,000 to $2 million.

Texas Military Revolving Value Loan Fund

This program is for communities that are adjacent to active military installations.  Funds provide loans to defense-dependent communities for economic development projects that enhance the military value of military installations.

Product Development Fund and Small Business Incubator Fund

This program supports the development of small businesses or eligible products in the area of semiconductors, nanotechnology, biotechnology, and biomedicine.

Texas Defense Economic Readjustment Zone Program

The program is designed to provide assistance to Texas communities, businesses and workers impacted by, or vulnerable to, the closure or realignment of military installations.

Usually a zone may not be less than one square mile or greater than 20.

Texas Emerging Technology Program

The $200 million Texas Emerging Technology Program is designed to help Texas create jobs and grow the economy over the long-term.

This fund works through partnerships between the state, institutions of higher education and private industry to focus on greater attention on the research, development and commercialization of emerging technology.

Texas Enterprise Fund

The Texas Enterprise Fund provides the state’s leaders with a “deal closing fund” that has the flexibility and financial resources to help strengthen the state’s economy.  These funds will primarily be used to attract new business to the state or assist with the substantial expansion of an existing business.

Texas Enterprise Zone Program

This is an economic development tool for local communities to partner with the State of Texas to promote job creation and capital investment, with emphasis on distressed areas through incentives.

An enterprise zone is a census tract block group that has 20% or more poverty rate based upon the decennial census federal poverty level information, a distressed county, a federally designated zone or renewal community.
